2006 Tennis Season 

1. Our Tennis Club 
 

Although C.S.L. has de-merged from the 
City of Montreal, our club will continue 
to remain a part of the new reconstituted 
City of Côte St. Luc.  While there is no 
longer a borough of Côte St. Luc / 
Hampstead / Montreal West, there is still 
a great deal of cooperation among these 
three cities.  Accordingly, the fees for the 
tennis clubs in each of Côte St. Luc and 
Hampstead will remain harmonized this 
year, with the exception of people joining 
the Hampstead tennis club who are non-
residents.  They will be paying a premium 
to join that club.  In fact, there will be no 
fee increase for Côte St. Luc Tennis Club 
members this year.  Those of you who 
live in Côte St. Luc may have already 
seen this, as you have probably received 
the information circular distributed by the 
City of Côte St. Luc a few weeks ago.  
We have met with the liaison from the 
city, Harold Cammy, and have discussed 
how to enhance our club.  He has 
contributed greatly to the effort we have 
been making over the last few years.  To 
this end, we are setting up a table at the 
C.S.L. Recreation Department during its
